Behaviour management and classroom
engagement create their own unique issues for the staff, who work
hard and professionally to welcome students, engage them and
form relationships with themin addition, the range of Literacy and
Numeracy skills is enormous.

Staff rejoice in the small steps and achievements, as the Board
members observed during Friday morning Chapel. Here, gathered
around the Word of God, we were treated to snhapshots of
students working in teams, playing instruments, celebrating
sporting achievements, strengthening relationships, networking
with the community, participating in journalism and media
activities and learning how to drive earthoving equipment. All
this was part our chapel experience. We were under no illusions
that to get to this point involved a lot of hard work and sacrifices,
often one step forward and two steps back, but Yirara is moving
forward, consulting their communities and making a difference to
the lives of Aboriginal children in the NT.
